All Saints’  Youth 

This past year has brought challenges to the youth at All Saints’ .  Trying to find ways to increase interest and 
membership to a small group of teenagers, as you know is always challenging. 
 The youth held a couple of fundraisers for special projects.  At Christmas they raised funds to provide for the 
wish list of nine clients at the Nevada Partnership for Homeless Youth (NPHY).  Our shopping trip was enlightening.  
We saw our young people trying to please someone they had never met.  Trying to make someone’s Christmas 
brighter.  We got a report from the leaders at NPHY, that after the gifts had been distributed, it had snowed that night.  
Many of the kids had wanted hand warmers and shoe warmers.  These items along with warm hats, gloves and scarves 
were among some of the things placed in their gifts.  On the way home from the Drop in Center, the youth decided that 
this was not just a “ feel good time of year project” .  These kids needed their help year round.  So the youth decided to 
help keep the pantry at NPHY stocked.  Our youth held a Pancake Breakfast and hosted an Easter Egg Hunt.  Thanks 
to the kindness of our congregation at All Saints’ , the youth have been successful with helping keep the food pantry 
stocked.  Our youth provided an Easter Bag full of goodies and a reminder that Christ lives within all of us. 

 I have been asked to attend Bible Study at Grace in the Desert to speak about what our youth are involved 
in at the NPHY.  It has been inspiring to do so, as the result has been productive.  Grace is gathering items for the 
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food pantry.  I spoke with the Southern Mission District and that resulted in St. Timothy’s donation of their Lenten 
gathering for the NPHY. 
 Recently, the youth donated funds collected from the eggs at Easter to Gabriel’s little brother, James in 
Kenya.  This will provide scholarship, room and board for the remainder of the year. 
As small as our youth group is at All Saint’s, I’m finding that they have a very positive impact on the rest of our 
region.  I am proud that our youth have developed into a group of productive mission workers for the good of our 
community and beyond. 
 Three of the youth are attending TEC, Teens Encounter Christ in Reno, Memorial Day Weekend.  Two of 
them are new to the program.  It will be interesting to hear of their experience upon their return. 
We hope that our community of young people will catch the giving spirit that has evolved from this last season and 
join a great work. 
 Things to look forward to in the fall will be TEC during Convention in October.  The continuation of 
keeping the food pantry stocked at NPHY.  Raising funds to provide full scholarship for James, learning more 
about him and staying in touch with him.

Our Church school takes a break, as 
does our choir, some of our other meetings and activities, including vestry, 
take at least one month off during the summer months, and our newsletter 
will only be published monthly during June and July. 

Our weekly worship schedule continues the same with Saturday
