Annual Meeting Announcement 

All Saints’  parish will meet in Annual Meeting on Sunday, January 20, 2008, at 9:15 am in the Church. A 
committee is working on the structure of the meeting. Our primary business is to elect vestry members 
and diocesan convention delegates. We have three vestry vacancies and one of the three vestry members 
eligible to run for reelection. There are two positions for Youth Delegates to diocesan convention, and I 
expect we will have 6 or 7 adult delegates to convention (depending on our membership numbers at the 
end of 2007). 
 I encourage you, if you are eligible to serve, to consider serving as an elected representative of 
your parish. Vestry terms are for three years, with the opportunity to run for reelection for a second term. 
Diocesan convention delegates serve as parish representatives to the Southern Mission District during the 
calendar year of their election and are parish representatives to diocesan convention. 
 

Vestry Eligibility Requirements  
�  A member of All Saints’  parish  
�  A Communicant in Good Standing (“ faithful in corporate worship, unless for good cause prevented, 
and have been faithful in working, praying, and giving for the spread of the Kingdom of God”) 
� �Made a financial pledge for the calendar year preceding their nomination (2007) 
 Vestry members are expected to attain the status as a Communicant in Good Standing, and 
continue to make and honor a financial pledge during their term of service, and able and willing to attend 
monthly and special vestry meetings, an annual retreat, and to work on vestry subcommittees and special 
projects. 

Delegate Eligibility to Diocesan Convention 
� �An adult (age 16 or older) 
�  Member of All Saints’  parish, and Confirmed (or Received) Communicant in Good Standing (regular 
participant in worship, stewardship, fellowship, and ministry) for the past year 
�  Available to attend Diocesan Convention (second week of October 2008) and able to pay travel, 
lodging, meal, and registration expenses (some financial assistance is available). 
 

Youth Delegate Eligibility to Diocesan Convention 
�  Young person, age 13-19 
�  Member of All Saints’  parish, and a Communicant in Good Standing (regular participant in worship, 
stewardship, fellowship, and ministry) for the past year 
�  Available to attend Diocesan Convention (second week of October 2008) and able to pay travel, 
lodging, meal, and registration expenses (some financial assistance is available). 
 

An Ever flowing Stream 
Amos 5:24 
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“ In our baptismal vows (BCP p.305) we respond affirmatively to the question, ‘Will you strive for justice 
and peace among all people . . . ?’  Let us prayerfully live out these vows.”  – The Rev Jim Kelly, 
President, Standing Committee. 
 Resolution passed by General Convention 2006 B018. Resolved: The Episcopal Church at every 
level to work to ensure that governments provide adequate funding for programs that combat social and 
economic conditions that place children at risk or diminish children’s ability to achieve their full potential. 
 In 2000, the General Convention of the Episcopal Church passed three resolutions to “Strengthen 
Public Education.”  These resolutions focused on commending those committed to and involved in public 
education, working with government and civic institutions to strengthen public schools and opposing 
private school voucher plans that weaken public school systems. 
 The recent “No Child Left Behind”  plan, initiated by the Federal government, has served to 
cripple public education and is leaving many more children behind. As was noted in the May 2007 issue 
of the Phi Delta Kappan (a professional educational journal), “ If the purpose of our Schools is to prepare 
drones to keep the U.S. economy going, then the prevailing curricula and instructional methods are 
probably adequate. If, however, we want to figure out how to help students become thoughtful, caring 
citizens who might be creative enough to figure out how to change the status quo rather than maintain it, 
we need to rethink schooling entirely.”  As the Lakota Sioux saying goes, “ I f you are riding a horse and it 
dies, get off.”  What should we do? 
 1. Until we make schools engaging learning communities whose members value those 
communities and feel welcome within them, we are right to think that the next Columbine could happen 
anywhere. Teachers cannot be content with dealing with their students as one-dimensional, exclusively 
academic creatures. They must be concerned with them as multifaceted human beings. 

2. [Specific] School size and class size are vital to success in education. Youngsters in small 
schools rarely display anger at the institution and the people in it. What are needed are schools and classes 
that are small enough so that the people can know one another and where individuals are missed when 
they are absent. They should be small enough so that the participation of all students is needed, small 
enough so as to permit the flexibility essential to institutional responsiveness to the needs of individuals. 
 3. Lastly, we must focus on what we are teaching and how we are teaching. We are reaping the 
results of the way we have organized schools and divided up staff responsibilities. We have apportioned 
things so that teachers’  primary responsibilities are not for youngsters but for content and grade level 
standards. We must implement interactive, constructivist approaches so as to engage Learners in the 
process.
